HOA rules require that all vehicles be parked in driveway.

Do not park in the area to the right of the garage. (the gas meter is there!)

Please do not wear shoes in the cabin!

Lost remotes are $50 each so please keep an eye on them!

Garage door opener is on the kitchen counter for your use.

Poker chips/table located in upstairs bedroom closet. Please return.

Two twin fold-up beds are located in the downstairs bath closet.

Extra towels, soap, and tissues are located underneath the bathroom cupboards.
Extra tables/chairs in the upstairs bedroom closet. Please wash before putting away.
Great hiking trail is located directly across the street down through the ravine.
Nintendo Wii at the cabin so bring your games and remotes!

Two propane tanks for the BBQ in the laundry room.

Please place garbage cans on curb on Wednesday night.

Flashlights are located in the kitchen and laundry room.

Fire extinguishers located in laundry room and downstairs utility closet.

Speaking of, absolutely NO SMOKING inside or outside the cabin at any time.

Turn on Big Buck Hunter with switch on the attached surge protector. Leave on.

If using fireplace, please turn lever to down position. No fires on day of departure.
Bring plenty of quarters, $1s and $5s for vending machines and Big Buck Hunter!
